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Did God Send Me Here to Die?
Two-tour veteran finds grace, not death, in jungles of Vietnam
LONGWOOD, FLA.—If you’ve ever thought God was out to get you—no, actually kill you—you’re not alone. At 18 years old and just halfway through high school, Steven G. Kennard found himself in a base camp among the jungles of Vietnam, sure that God had sent him there to die. But what he didn’t count on was the unfathomable and unforgettable grace of God, or what he calls “the way of grace” in his new book, A Testimony of Grace.
Vietnam proved to be a testing ground for Kennard, a time to choose: Should he stand up for his faith in God or run with the wolves, cursing God and becoming just like them? “I began to complain and remind God of His promises not to leave me or forsake me, but there I was feeling alone and forsaken. Then I began to pray,” says Kennard, author of A Testimony of Grace ($13.99, paperback, 1-59781-603-5; $23.99, hardcover, 1-59781-604-3). Surprised that he was still standing 18 months later, as enemy fire claimed others daily, Kennard began a spiritual journey of awakening to God’s amazing grace that has spanned his entire life. As he puts it, “This book is a testament to God’s promises and especially of His hand of grace. Years later, during a time of lengthy unemployment, God got my attention and showed me that He had been with me in Vietnam and every day since.”
Recounting stories from Kennard’s troubled childhood as well as the harrowing days in Vietnam, A Testimony of Grace will help readers come away with a greater understanding of the grace of God and how it can change their own lives if they will let it. Why? “Because God’s grace can set you free, not only from sin but from the stress and heavy burdens you carry around with you every day,” says Kennard. Come along as he introduces you to the “way of grace”—grace for the moment, grace for the events that shape your life, and grace that is enough to last a lifetime. Even when you think your life is over, God’s grace can see you through.
